ALL PARTS (1 - 6 ) DUE THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 16.
Use separate paper to do all of the following activities.  

This should be an ongoing process as you read the novel.  

Quality and neatness of work is important.

STARRED ACTIVITIES MUST BE DONE AS GROUP WORK.
1.  For each of the four sections of the novel, (as decided by the group) write a brief summary of events. 

Be sure to include information about characters, setting and plot.

 ( 20 pts, individual score)

**2.  Divide the novel into 4 sections (as decided by the group). 

Write a ten question (or longer) quiz for each of the sections. 

Be sure to include at least one essay question per section.  Questions can be matching, short answer, fill in the blank, multiple choice, as well as essay. 

Answers to the questions are needed. (not for essay)

(40 pts, group score)

**3.  Create your own activities for the novel.  

Consider ways to respond to the novel through art/drawing,  mapping skills, plot diagraming, research activity, etc. 

You are the instructor.  

You decide on THREE ways to have your students respond to the novel.  You must write out specific instructions for your students. 

YOU DO NOT NEED TO DO THE ACTIVITiES, just make sure you have specific directions for your “students”.

 (15 pts, group score)

**4.  Create an element chart for the story. 

 For each of the FOUR sections of your book, write out ONE example for each element. 

(16 pts group score)

5.  For each of the four sections of your book, find at least 
THREE examples of literary devices used: descriptive language, alliteration, assonance, simile, metaphor, onomatopoeia, personification, etc.  

Give page numbers and the example.

Be able to explain your answers.  (12 points- individual score)

6.  Give a personal written response to the novel. 

 Did you enjoy it?  What was the best, most surprising, least believable, most suspenseful, etc. section of the book?  

How does it compare to other books you have read - particularly other adventure books  or books with similar themes?  

Would you recommend the book to others? 

 BE SPECIFIC IN YOUR RESPONSE.(10 pts, individual score)
